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Infant Baptism

Baptism classes are held throughout the year for the parents of
children who are under the age of 7. (At age 7, the child would
need to be fully initiated - please read the following section.) At
least one parent must be Catholic. The steps to getting your child
baptized are:

1. One of the parents call Kimberly at (303) 867-9165 to get a brief
overview of the preparation process. Please do not ask anyone to
be a Godparent until you have read the Godparent Eligibility
Form.

2. You will be emailed a summary of the process and the forms
required.

3. Parents and godparents complete Baptism Sacramental Prepa-
ration class and complete the forms.

4. Once all training is complete and all forms are received by SOC,
schedule a date for the Baptism.

5. Schedule the Baptism. SOC baptizes children on Sundays at

12:15 PM (after 11:00 AM Mass).

Parents are encouraged to complete the preparation prior to the

birth of the child.

Children Sacramental Prep

First Communion and Confirmation - Spirit of Christ follows the
Restored Order of the sacraments, which means that children will
be trained for and receive, at the same mass, both Confirmation
and First Communion after completing a two year process. During
the first year of preparation, children will be prepared for and
receive their First Reconciliation. Registration is in July. The prima-
ry means of preparation is the ANCHOR program (see below.)

First Reconciliation registration is held in July with classes begin-
ning September. Children baptized Catholic who are in the second
or third grade are welcome to prepare for this sacrament. First
Reconciliation is a year-long process. It is offered only once a year
and is a prerequisite for participating in the sacraments of Confir-
mation and Communion. Preparation occurs along with our An-
chor faith formation program (see below.)

Initiation for Children & Youth: The O.C.I.C., Order of Christian
Initiation for Children, is a process designed for families whose
child(ren) are not baptized and are age 7 to grade 5. They will
follow the Anchor program below.

ANCHOR is a family education program which meets on Wednes-
day nights from 6:00 to 7:15 PM during the school year. The chil-
dren (grades preschool through grade 5) break into age-
appropriate classes for catechetical instruction. Simultaneously,
parents participate in adult education classes. A nursery is availa-
ble. ANCHOR is also the primary sacramental preparation pro-
gram for Reconciliation, Confirmation and First Eucharist for chil-
dren starting in 2nd grade.

Children’s Programs

Lectionary-Based Catechesis (LBC) is for children from Kindergar-
ten through 3rd grade. Children are dismissed from the worship
space before the Mass begins and return to join their families at
the offertory. While the adults are listening to the readings and
the homily, the children are doing the same, but at their level of
understanding. LBC begins in September, and is available
throughout the year. Registration is in August, but new families
may register at any time. Families joining the process after regis-
tration will need to meet with a staff person to learn how to work
with their children at home. We recruit for new catechists four
times a year and the availability of the grade level session at each
Mass is based on the number of people who come forward to
share the Word with the children. Training is provided for all peo-
ple who would like to be part of this ministry. (Winter Quarter-
December, January, February; Spring Quarter-March, April, May;
Summer Quarter-June, July, August; Fall Quarter-September, Oc-
tober, November.)

Preschool (3 and 4 Year Old) & Pre-Kindergarten Programs help
to familiarize children with the Liturgy of the Word at Mass. The
children work with the Gospel story, do a fun activity, and have
prayer time. Children are dismissed at the beginning of Mass and
return before Eucharist. The program begins in September and
goes throughout the year on the quarter system. The availability
of classes is based on the number of people who volunteer to
share with the youngest members of our community. Volunteer
training is held before the beginning of each quarter. Children
can join the sessions at any time throughout the year. There is no
fee.

Sacramental Prep for Adults

Confirmation For those who were baptized as Catholics, but nev-
er received Confirmation or First Communion, OCIA provides the
opportunity to “fill in the gaps” of their catechism and formation.
This is an opportunity to grow in the understanding of Confirma-
tion and what it means to be on mission'with Jesus, for the salva-
tion of the world. Baptized Catholic Adults over the age of 18,
that still need to receive these sacraments will join the OCIA pro-
gram.

Marriage Preparation is a comprehensive program designed to
equip the couple to live a joy-filled sacramental marriage and
ensure the “happily ever after” for which couples long. There are
four major components:

1. The theology of the sacrament of marriage and

theology of the body

2. Practical life skills

3. Natural family planning

4. Review of a FOCUS inventory.
As such, marriage preparation needs to begin at least 10 months
prior to the proposed wedding date (12 months advanced notice
is preferred).
